QICC have allowed for colours and patterns in some imported breeds to ensure accuracy in registrations. In order to accurately record some TICA pedigrees for imports we have had to code in two ways for the silver gene. Ie: ns = black smoke , n s = Black silver. When we tried to code strictly according to Australian rules we found that the database would sometimes call up a variety of TICA which we did not want for that particular cat. Persian Chinchilla = PER ns 12.

Cats with white n 03 = black bicolour. But 09 = any breed where an unspecified amount of white is allowed eg: Manx

Eye Colour and Tail Type codes are only used for breeds that must specify what it is. The same applies for Ear Codes ie: American Curl.

Although some terminology is not used in Australia the registrars have to know what Imported pedigrees are saying in order to accurately record those details in our new database and allow for kittens being born and registered that are not yet of a colour or pattern that we recognized for showing.

Fife now codes for Amber and Light Amber in Norwegian Forest Cats. We have used ‘m’ for Peach which we have in Australia and ‘u’ for caramel. Other than that our codes are very much Fife codes which are internationally used and recognized.
